[bookmark: _GoBack]NOTE:  The authors cited are encouraging and promoting the use of suprathreshold doses of ECT, which will exceed by many times the current, voltage, charge and energy needed to cause a seizure.  Increasing the amount of electrical power increases the severity of acute brain damage and the likelihood of lasting brain dysfunction.
